BACKGROUND

WHEREAS,       (Institute/organisation) desires to enter into this Agreement with UPM whereby the Guest Editor, on behalf of       (Institute/organisation), will be responsible for providing editorial services for the papers presented at the       (Institute/organisation) ("Special Edition").
NOW the Parties hereby mutually agree as follows:
1. Guest Editor Responsibilities
The Guest Editor is responsible for ensuring that the review process for this Special Edition is conducted in an appropriate manner and in line with normal review practices for the Pertanika journals. The Guest Editor for this Special Edition shall compile a list of authors and proposed titles of their papers. The Guest Editor shall only accept papers that are within the subject matter scope of the conference and are submitted by the attending participants/delegates. The Guest Editor shall ensure that papers are from international authors and represent an academic contribution to the subject field. The Guest Editor is responsible to invite the authors to submit their papers by the given deadline. The Guest Editor is responsible for the editorial screening and double-blind review process. Pertanika, in the meantime, shall provide the Guest Editor with important information, website links for authors, the journal policy and Instructions to Authors. Once the list of contents is known and articles are being submitted, the Guest Editor shall provide a short editorial, outlining and introducing the special edition and its significance. The 
Guest Editor should work hand-in-hand with Pertanika’s Editor-in-Chief right from the beginning of the process. The Chief Executive Editor of Pertanika, on the advice of Pertanika’s Editor-in-Chief shall make the final decision for publication.
2. Disclosure of Conflict of Interest

The Guest Editor represents and warrants that he is familiar with all applicable conflict of interest and outside compensation laws and regulations as well as policies and rules of his employer or institution (if applicable), and that his acceptance of this appointment, and the terms of this Agreement and his performance under this Agreement are and will be in compliance with those laws, regulations, policies and rules.

3. Publishing Policy & Ethics

The Guest Editor represents that he has taken into account the aims and scope of the Special Edition, the Pertanika’s editorial policies as updated from time to time (including without limitation those on ethics in publishing at the Pertanika’s website) and the editorial policy of the Pertanika journal.

4. Publication Cost

a. The Guest Editor(s), 
b. In the event the total number of papers is less than ten (10), these papers may be published in the regular issue, and the cost shall be chargeable according to the regular issue as follows:

i. Ringgit Malaysia Seven Hundred and Fifty Only (RM750) for a corresponding author affiliated to an institution in Malaysia per accepted paper; or 

ii. United States Dollars Two Hundred Fifty (USD250) for a corresponding author affiliated to an institution outside Malaysia per accepted paper.

c. Any request for physical printing will incur additional costs, and the estimated amount shall be notified to       (Institute/organisation) within reasonable time. 
d. All the above publication cost shall be payable to UPM. The exact amount will be indicated once the invoice is prepared and sent by UPM. This amount must be paid in full within thirty (30) days upon receiving the invoicing and prior to the online publication of the issue.
